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Lego Batman is the next lego game in the series. In this game, you can be fighting the bad guys, or you can actually be the bad guys. You start in the Batcave. You can only play as Batman and Robin for now. There are there episodes, each with five levels in them. The Riddler’s revenge, Power Crazed Penguin and The Joker’s Return are the episodes. As you play through levels, you will unlock new suits for Batman and Robin, such as the detonator suit and attract suit. Both Batman and Robin have four suits, plus their basic suits. Once you play through a level, return to the Bat Computer to buy new characters, extras, data, suit upgrades etc. Then you can go back into that level as any character you unlocked or bought, including all of the different suits you have used before. The game then picks some more characters to go with you, and selects ones that have different abilities so you have a wide variety at your disposal. The reason you may want to do this is so you can collect all the goodies inside each level. There is a red power brick that allows you to buy a new extra of suit upgrade and ten lego canisters. Collect each one in a level to complete a trophy you can view in the trophy room. Also there is the stud (currency) counter. If you max it out, you get either super hero or super villain. If you get all fifteen super heroes, you can explore the exterior of Wayne Manor from the trophy room. If you get fifteen super villains, you get to explore the exterior of Arkham Asylum form the villain trophy room. In these levels you have to try to collect a million studs scattered around the area as fast as you can, most of which are hard to find. Unfortunately you cannot keep these studs even if you collect all one million of them.  

If you complete all the five levels in any episode, you can get to Arkham Asylum and play the same story as villains. For example, in one level, you might be stopping The Riddler from taking over the city with mind control as Batman, and in one you will be taking over the city as The Riddler. You never actually fight Batman and Robin as a villain, however. In Arkham Asylum, you can view you villain trophies and create two of your own characters using mixed and matched parts of random people and any characters you unlocked. Give the Joker Batman’s mask and Commissioner Gordon’s business suit. Here are some characters: Batman, Robin, Batgirl, Nightwing, Bruce Wayne, Commissioner Gordon, Police Officer, Fishmonger, The Joker, The Riddler, The Penguin, Catwoman, Two-Face, Killer Croc, Mr. Freeze, Poison Ivy, Joker Goon, Penguin Minion, Riddler Henchman, Clayface, Killer Moth, Man-Bat, Bane, Harley Quinn and The Scarecrow. Other than The Scarecrow and Ras Al Ghul there are no characters from Batman Begins of Batman: The Dark Knight, like Rachel, or Lucius Fox.
There are two variations of villains, The Joker (Tropical) with his hat and Catwoman (Classic) with her purple outfit. There is also a secret villain called Hush. To unlock Hush you must rescue twenty-five hostages in total. However, Ras Al Ghul is even harder to unlock. You must complete the game 99.9% then buy him. Villains have different abilities so they are important to get the game done. Ras Al Ghul surprisingly has no ability. Lego Batman is definitely a fun game and you should try it out, either saving the city of Gotham or exploring you mischievous side and tearing it apart.
